@ Mark Bracket Positions

TRC 13, BD 13 double

The fixing positions for the two top brackets are measured down 50mm
and spaced left to right as required along the cross tubes within the
collectors (please see diagram opposite).

TRC 25, BD 25 double

The fixing positions for the two top brackets are measured down 80mm
and spaced left to right as required along the cross tubes within the
collectors (please see diagram opposite).

BD 13 single, BD 25 single

The fixing positions for the two top brackets are measured down 80mm
and spaced left to right as required along the cross tubes within the
collectors (please see diagram opposite)

TRC 35

The two fixing positions for the two top brackets are measured down
95mm and 135mm and spaced left to right as required along the cross
tubes within the collectors (please see diagram opposite).

In order to accurately mark the bottom bracket fixing positions we recommend
you mark, fix and level the two top brackets first. Then hang the radiator, ensuring
it is level and manually hold the bottom brackets in position while marking.

@ Fix Brackets

Using a suitable drill bit, screws and plugs, fix the brackets
and level with a spirit level (please see diagrams).

PLEASE NOTE :

It is essential that all brackets are
level to ensure a vertical alignment for
connecting the pipework.

The factory fitted diverter can be identified by a ‘diaframma’ sticker

found on the underside of one collector. This diverter must be removed prior
to installing the radiator by inserting a long handled screw driver or similar
implement and breaking out the perforated disc. To prevent damage to the
heating system this disc must be completely removed from the radiator.

@ Hang Radiator & Commission

With the brackets firmly fixed and level, the radiator is lowered directly
onto the brackets.

6 Installation of Autovent

e The valve will operate faster if fitted to the hotter, flow side of the
radiator.

e To fit the round airvent, first insert the airvent until hand tight, then using
the hex key supplied place in the hole on the side of the vent to tighten
a further % turn, but do not over-tighten as this may damage the
paint finish and rubber o-ring.

e Place the decorative O ring over the vent and tighten the small grub
screw with the hex key supplied; Please note the small grub screw is
not designed to fit into the hole on the side of the airvent, the
grub screw should grip the side of the vent to enable the ring to fit flush.

e Although the o-ring provides sufficient seal and no tape or sealant is
required, a small amount of PTFE tape must be used if preferred.

e When priming the radiator, air will bleed automatically until water
reaches the valve when it will shut automatically.

After the first fill

e Dependant upon system temperature and pressure, it may take up to
48 hours for the valve to operate after the first fill.

e To drain down the radiator, once there is no internal pressure in the
system, use a spanner to loosen the valve half a turn or so to allow
air to enter the system.

e To refill after draining, either wait up to 6 hours for the valve to reset to
automatic operation, or vent manually using a spanner.

* The valves have a guaranteed 3 year life after which, if the radiator
collects air, replacements can be purchased from The Radiator
Company.
