Using a suitable drill bit, screws and plugs, fix the brackets with the
screw positioned centrally in the bracket slot. By fixing in the centre you
will be able to raise and lower the bracket to ensure a vertical alignment

PLEASE NOTE :

It is essential that all brackets are
level to ensure a vertical alignment
for connecting the pipework.

e 1 Radiator

e 4 Wall brackets

e 1 Aladdin Autovent HV30 Valve

e 1 Aladdin Blanking Plug, if your radiator requires a plug
e 4 Screws

e 4 Wall Plugs

e 4 \Washers

e 4 |evelling Screws

You will need:

Tape measure

Electric drill and bits

Spirit level

5mm Hex key for screws

4mm Hex key for levelling screws

@ Mark Bracket Positions

The fixing positions for the two top brackets are measured down
32mm and typically spaced one tube in either end at width - 52mm
(please see diagram A).

In order to accurately mark the bottom bracket fixing positions we
recommend you mark, fix and level the two top brackets first. Then
hang the radiator, ensuring it is vertically level and manually hold the
bottom brackets in position whilst marking.

@ Hang Radiator & Commission

With all four brackets firmly fixed and level, the radiator is lowered directly
onto the brackets and commissioned.

@ Installation of Autovent

e The valve will operate faster if fitted to the hotter, flow side of the
radiator.

e Use a suitable spanner to fit, but do not over-tighten.

e Although the o-ring provides sufficient seal and no tape or sealant is
required, a small amount of PTFE tape must be used if preferred.

e When priming the radiator, air will bleed automatically until water
reaches the valve when it will shut automatically.

After the first fill

e Dependant upon system temperature and pressure, it may take up to
48 hours for the valve to operate after the first fill.

e To drain down the radiator, once there is no internal pressure in the
system, use a spanner to loosen the valve half a turn or so to allow
air to enter the system.

e To refill after draining, either wait up to 6 hours for the valve to reset to
automatic operation, or vent manually using a spanner.

e The valves have a guaranteed 3 year life after which, if the radiator
collects air, replacements can be purchased from The Radiator
Company.
