•	 2 Wall brackets, 4 for twin & triple models
•	 1 Aladdin Micro Autovent per tube

You will need:

•	 Tape measure
•	 Electric drill and bits
•	 Spirit level

Using a suitable drill bit, screws and plugs, fix the brackets 
and level with a spirit level.

To mark bracket positions, put the bracket sleeves in place, secure 
and hold the radiator against the wall and mark the top bracket fixing 
position (or two fixing positions if fitting twin or triple).

The bottom brackets are marked when the radiator is hung.

PLEASE NOTE :

It is essential that all brackets are 
level to ensure a vertical alignment 
for connecting the pipework.

With the brackets firmly fixed and level the radiator is simply 
pushed into the sleeves and securely fastened by all three grub 
screws in each bracket.

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• 	 A micro valve should be fitted to all tube sections.
• 	 To fit the micro airvent, first insert the airvent until hand tight then use 		
	 appropriate pliers to tighten, protect the valve with a soft cloth to 
	 prevent scratching.
• 	 When priming the radiator, air will bleed automatically until water 		
	 reaches the valve when it will shut automatically. 

Installation of Autovent

• 	 Dependant upon system temperature and pressure, it may take up to 		
	 48 hours for the valve to operate after the first fill.
• 	 To drain down the radiator, once there is no internal pressure in the 		
	 system, use a spanner to loosen the valve half a turn or so to allow
	 air to enter the system.
• 	 To refill after draining, either wait up to 6 hours for the valve to reset to 	
	 automatic operation, or vent manually using a spanner.
• 	 The valves have a guaranteed 3 year life after which, if the radiator 		
	 collects air, replacements can be purchased from The Radiator
	 Company.
