•	 1 Aladdin Autovent HV30 Valve
•	 1 Aladdin Blanking Plug, if your radiator requires a plug

•	 Electric drill and bits
•	 Spirit level

Using a suitable drill bit, screws and plugs, fix the brackets 
and level with a spirit level. Please see diagrams.

Please carefully unpack and inspect this radiator and all fittings. 
Please check that the diverter is present in the bottom collector 
(The diverter location is indentified by a small indentation on the 
bottom collector, see section 5) simply remove both plugs and 
look down the collector, you should not be able to see through to 
the other end. If a diverter is not present call us on 01342 

302250 and we will arrange one to be sent out.

 The Radiator Company must be notified of any 
shortages or damage within 28 days of delivery. 
For further information please see terms and 
conditions on back page.

The fixing positions for the two top brackets are measured at 55mm 
in from either end of the top collector and measured down 40mm 
(please see diagram opposite).

In order to accurately mark the bottom bracket fixing positions we 
recommend you mark, fix and level the two top brackets first. Then 
hang the radiator, ensuring it is vertically level and manually hold the 
bottom brackets in position while marking.  

PLEASE NOTE :

It is essential that all brackets are level to 
ensure a vertical alignment for connecting the 
pipework.

There is a small indentation on the underside of one of the collectors. 
This indicates where the diverter is situated. When fitting the radiator this 
indentation must be placed at the bottom to ensure the water will flow correctly.

With the brackets firmly fixed, level, the plastic sleeves fitted and the 
diverter at the bottom, the radiator is lowered directly onto the brackets.
